1. The 14th Amendment defines citizenship as Natural Born or Naturalized. 
2. Requirements for Naturalization: 18+ Years Old, Lawful permanent resident for 5 years, Read/write/speak English, Good Moral Character, Understand US History and Civics 
3. Natural Born through Law of Blood and Law of Soil
4. The Naturalization process affects all aspects of American Life. The naturalized citizens will affect the vote and politics in America. They would have a different perspective then someone who has been here for generations. They also bring with them their cultures and traditions. American has been a melting pot of different cultures since its foundations and we the citizens have benefited from all the different influences.

1.  Magna Carta 
2. Rule of Law- a concept that those who govern are bound by the laws; no one is above the law 

3. Rule of law can be seen at all levels of government. Citizens have the right to impeach or recall elected officials. In the Supreme Court case US v Nixon the Supreme Court proved that no one not even the president was above the law. 
CIVIC ENGAGEMENT

SS.7.C.2.10

1. Interest Groups work to influence the government. They do this by lobbying, endorsing candidates, and raising money through PACs. 

Lobbying-Interest groups hire lobbyist to meet with members of the government and discuss the group’s issues and concerns

Endorsing Candidates- Interest Groups will officially support candidates during elections

Raising Money-Interest Groups that want to raise money for candidates must for Political Action Committees (PACs)

2. The Media has three main roles: 

Gatekeeper- The media decides which stories and issues do and do not receive attention

Agenda Setter- Due to the media’s role as a gatekeeper, they influence which issues become part of the public sphere and public agenda

Watchdog- The media plays the role of a watchdog alerting the public where there are issues of concern related to the government and others in power. In this role the media also allows the public to watch and be aware

1. Bias-a preference, opinion or attitude that favors one way of thinking or feeling over another

2. Symbolism-The use of something to represent ideas or qualities

3. Propaganda- the method of spreading ideas or information for the purpose of helping or injuring an institution, a cause, or a person

	Bandwagon
	Propaganda technique encouraging the view to like something or someone because everyone does



	Card Stacking
	Propaganda technique involving the use of showing one sided information

	Glittering Generalities 
	Propaganda technique using short phrases or words to promote positive feelings or emotions

	Name Calling
	Propaganda technique using negative words to associate with a product or person

	Plain Folk
	Propaganda technique conveying that a candidate is a 'regular' person, just like everyone else

	Testimonial
	Propaganda technique involving the use of a celebrity or spokesperson to speak on behalf of a product or candidate

	Transfer
	Propaganda technique involving the use of symbols to convey a message or feeling

	Democratic Party
	Republican Party

	A political party that believes that the federal government should take a more active role in people’s lives, particularly those who are in need
	A political party that believes that the federal government should play a small role in people's lives, they favor lower taxes and less government spending


1. Communist Party- A political party that believes the government should control all production and distribution of goods, and working people should control their own lives and destinies
Libertarian Party-A political party that believes in individual freedom and the only purpose of government is to protect this freedom

Socialist Party- A political party that believes people should own and control industry through democratically controlled public agendas, cooperatives, or other collective groups

SS.7.C.2.9 (also assesses SS.7.C.2.7) 

1. House of Representatives Requirements: 25 years old, 7 years a citizen, Live in state that elects you
2. Senate Requirements: 30 years old, 9 years a citizen, Live in state the elects you
3. President Requirements: 35 years old, Natural born citizen, 14 years a resident of U.S.
4. Florida House of Representatives Requirements: 21 years old, Live in the state for 2 years, be from the district that elects you.
5. Florida Senate Requirements: 21 years old, Live in the state for 2 years, be from the district that elects you.
6. Florida Governor Requirements: 30 years old, live in the state and be a registered voter for 7 years.

2. ‘We the People’ is where the citizens are granting the US government the power and authority to exist and govern the American citizens. 
SS.7.C.3.3

1. Legislative Branch
a. Bicameral Congress- House of Representatives &  Senate
b. Speaker of the House in Charge of Congress, Chosen by the Political Party with the most seats in the House of Representatives 
c. The Vice President is in charge of the Senate but may only vote as a tie breaker. Since he/she is gone most of the times the Senate will elect a President Pro Tempore to run the Senate in the VP’s absence. President Pro Tempore is chosen by the political party with the most seats in the Senate
Executive Branch
a. President- elected for a 4 year term

b. Vice President- runs on same ticket as President, elected for a 4 year term, in charge of the Senate, but may only vote in case of a tie breaker

Judicial Branch

a. Supreme Court- 1 Chief Justice, 8 Justices

b. Only requirement is Good Behavior

c. Supreme Court is the highest court in the land 

2. The Federal government deals with issues at a national level such as national defense, monetary policy and relations with other countries. Their responsibilities and powers allow the Federal government to run the country and deal with issues that affect the whole country. 

 The Federal Government shares some of its power and responsibilities with the state governments this set of powers are called Concurrent Powers

1. The Constitution limits the government in 3 main ways- Separation of Powers, Checks and Balances and the Rule of Law

2. Separation of Powers- the structure of the federal government, according to the U.S. Constitution, that sets up three branches with their own distinct powers and responsibilities

3. Checks and Balances-  a principle of the federal government, according to the U.S. Constitution, that allows each branch of government to limit the power of the other branches
